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Abstract. It is proved that increasing the level of anthropogenic loading on agroecosystem leads to
negative destructive changes in the state of agricultural land, which poses a potential threat to the
level of agroecological and food safety. Under of the existing organizational and economic conditions
of commodity production in the crop production sector, there are no trends towards positive changes
in the expansion of the complex of implementation of land conservation measures and the prudent
attitude towards the use of agricultural land. Instead, the increase in profits and yields, the expansion
of arable land in the narrowing of the agricultural land provoke a decrease in the level of agro-
ecological safety, the spread of erosion and degradation processes, the decrease of humus stocks and
the level of fertility However, despite the increase in the economic efficiency of the crop sub-sector of
agriculture, the scope and organization of the implementation of measures to restore and preserve
agroresource potential require radical changes on scientifically grounded positions.

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Abstract. The relevance of the research topic is due to the growing interest in public-private
partnership (PPP) in the business cycles of the Republic of Kazakhstan, the largest countries of the
world and state institutions. Today it becomes obvious that without an interesting partnership of state
and municipal authorities with representatives of private business, it is impossible to achieve the
highest stable rates of development of the country.

The article reveals the content of public-private partnership, examines the features of its formation and
development in the Republic of Kazakhstan. The conditions for effective public-private partnership have
been identified. The article indicates that the ongoing programs to stimulate entrepreneurship through
PPP have a positive effect, but a number of problems remain. Based on the results of the PPP assessment
in Kazakhstan, directions for improving this type of cooperation have been identified.

Keywords: public-private partnership, projects, contracts, economic development, efficiency.

Introduction. The relevance of the research topic is due to the growing interest in public-
private partnership (PPP) in the business cycles of the Republic of Kazakhstan. Today it becomes
obvious that without an interesting partnership of state and municipal authorities with representatives
of private business, it is impossible to achieve the highest stable rates of development of the country.

The National Chamber of Entrepreneurs of the Republic of Kazakhstan "Atameken" defines
PPP as mutually beneficial cooperation between government bodies and entrepreneurs in industries
traditionally related to the state's responsibility on the basis of a balanced distribution of risks, benefits
and costs, rights and obligations defined in the relevant agreements [1].

According to A. Kolosov, the essence of PPP should be considered in three aspects:

- in economic terms, PPP acts as a form of relations between institutionally heterogeneous
entities (government, business, citizens);

- in the institutional aspect, PPP is a form of realization of state property;

-as a category of management, public-private partnership is a way to combine the
mechanisms of competition and coordination [2].

Research results. According to international practice, the development of PPP involves three
stages: preparation, implementation and improvement. At the stage of preparation, states study
international experience, analyze current legislation, determine the general state policy in the field of
PPP and sometimes begin to implement pilot projects.

An analysis of modern foreign practice in organizing PPPs made it possible to identify a number
of effective approaches and solutions that ensure the development of public-private partnerships:

- positioning the role of the institution of public-private partnership in the implementation of a
wide range of goals determined within the framework of national and regional scientific and technical,
structural, investment, social policy;

These goals include: stimulating private sector innovation; expanding funding on a long-term basis
for fundamental research and research in the field of creating new technologies; effective use of
globalization of innovation; integration of military and civilian production; development of the social sphere;

- a diversified structure of sectors for implementing PPP projects with a clearly expressed
priority of types of economic activities related to scientific support of the real sector of the economy,
production and social infrastructure;

- creation at the national level of various forms of public-private partnerships, initially focused
on the innovative renewal of the economy, ensuring the integration of higher educational institutions,
scientific organizations of the public and private sectors, industrial companies;
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- the spread of the practice of public-private partnership from the national and regional levels
to the municipal, covering the industries of production and social infrastructure (utilities, education,
health care);

- participation of the state in organizing the creation, functioning and development of PPP,
along with co-financing, includes its organizational impact on the parameters of the internal and
external environment of this institution. Among the first: personnel and their competencies, areas of
cooperation between participants, the composition of priority areas for testing new technologies,
procedures for their transfer and commercialization. Among the second: the legal framework (adapted
or newly created), the tax environment, the contract system;

- the composition of the instruments used by the state in organizing the processes of creating
and operating PPPs is diverse and includes, including: foresight, grants, tax incentives, concessional
lending, subsidies for multipurpose use, budgetary financing of infrastructure facilities, legislation on
the protection of intellectual property [2].

The stage of PPP implementation involves a number of activities, such as: formation of
legislation, development of methodological instructions and guidelines, creation of specialized PPP
body, expansion of the scope of PPP, etc. The improvement stage is characterized by an increase in
activity in the field of PPP and an increase in the level of complexity of projects. This stage assumes
further improvement of legislation, as well as models for the implementation of PPP projects.

Conceptual support for the development of public-private partnerships includes substantiation
of strategic goals, determination of the directions of this process, substantiation of promising forms
and tools of PPP, conditions and algorithms for their effective use.

Recommendations for the development of the PPP mechanism is the need to form a
management team that will monitor the progress of its implementation at each stage of the project life
cycle and take measures aimed at:

- quality assurance and verification of parameters and conditions for project development;

- reduction of existing and potential administrative and other barriers to the successful
implementation of the project.

In this regard, the use of PPP mechanisms requires from the management team a lot of efforts
and costs (financial and time), and also makes it more important to apply the principles of project
management in the preparation, conclusion and implementation of agreements, and the involvement of
consultants at the pre-project stage.

At the stage of launching and developing a PPP project, there are several main stages of project
management: 1. Development and approval of the project concept, creation of a working (project) group.
2. technical, legal and marketing analysis of the project implementation conditions. 3. preparation of a
feasibility study for the project, including a financial model. 4. Development of an extended matrix of
project risks (description of project risk). 5. drawing up a draft agreement or essential and other essential
terms of the agreement. 6. conclusion of an investment memorandum on PPP [3].

In the Republic of Kazakhstan, as of June 1, 2020, 786 PPP contracts were concluded in the
amount of 1.8 trillion tenge, including 10 at the republican level and 776 at the local level. It attracted
910 billion tenge of investments. As of June 1, 2020, 1/3 of the implemented PPP projects are projects
of the third category, that is, they are reimbursed from the current budget expenditures, tariffs and
extra-budgetary sources (paid services, etc.). PPP projects of the third category can be considered the
most successful PPP projects [4, 5].

One of the examples of the implementation of projects of the third category are projects for the
modernization of food blocks and canteens of schools (standard projects covering all schools in a
settlement), as well as projects for the construction and operation of dormitories, which are recouped
through government orders and student rent payments. Also, in accordance with the Law of the
Republic of Kazakhstan "On Public-Private Partnership", the PPP Development Center annually
evaluates the implementation of PPP projects, as a result of which the administrators of budget
programs (public partners) are provided with recommendations in order to increase the efficiency of
planned and ongoing projects.

Based on the results of inspections of PPP contracts carried out by authorized state bodies, a
number of problems were identified that were admitted by state bodies in the implementation of PPP
projects. At the moment, the administrators of budget programs, together with the Ministry of National
Economy of the Republic of Kazakhstan and the PPP Development Center, are working to eliminate
the above comments, as well as amend the legislation in the field of PPP.
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Along with this, in Kazakhstan there are examples of project implementation (for example,
PPP projects of the third category, recouped from extra-budgetary sources), which are replicated in all
regions. There are several times less of them than republican projects, but they require significant
financial costs. Some republican projects, concluded within the framework of PPP, have been put into
operation, for example, the Nur Zholy automobile checkpoint.

The checkpoint makes it possible to increase the traffic flows of cars, heavy vehicles and
passenger buses; information system for managing paperless documents in the field of air cargo
transportation (electronic cargo transportation); railway station "Shar-Ust-Kamenogorsk" and others.
In 2019, in order to move from quantity to quality of public-private partnership projects, the Ministry
of National Economy introduced its own classification.

PPP projects for budget repayment were divided into 3 categories:

1. first category is full redemption. Full repayment of investments and operating expenses of
the private partner from the budget;

2. the second category is partial repayment. Return on investment from the budget and
services from the market;

3. the third category - no refund from the budget. No compensation for investment and
operating expenses from the budget is required. Compensation is made at the expense of services
(tariff, government order, paid services, etc.).

Projects implemented under PPP schemes are especially vulnerable during the crisis, due to
the complex nature of the PPP institution and high risks (in particular, currency risk). Taking into
account the existing statistics, the practice of project implementation and the opinions of stakeholders,
the PPP center in the Republic of Kazakhstan presents the following: the concession should be focused
only on infrastructure projects related to the obligations of the private party to create and operate the
concession facility with the provision of demand risk. Compensation should be made, if necessary, at
rates per unit of public service provided (world practice). If the tariff is lower or higher than the
required level, a subsidy mechanism or the establishment of a special tariff is applied for concession
projects. PPP projects are encouraged to be covered by projects for the purchase of services from a
private partner with compensation from the tariff (government order, paid services, etc.).

Thus, the assessment of the established practice of organizing public-private partnerships at
the national and regional levels allows us to focus on both its achievements and shortcomings.

The first should include:

- expanding the composition of institutional forms that ensure the integration of public and
private investments;

- development of a unified methodological base that determines the structure and content of
plans for the development of public-private partnerships;

- using the potential of program-target and strategic management in the development and
implementation of plans and programs for the development of public-private partnerships;

- implementation of the achievements of international practice in the field of public-private
partnerships based on benchmarking technology.

Among the main shortcomings, one should highlight the low level of variety of forms and
instruments of public-private partnership, which significantly limits the possibilities of using its potential.

To form a full-fledged PPP system in the Republic of Kazakhstan, it is necessary to include
civil society institutions representing the interests of end users of public goods in its members. When
forming a block of three partners in a partnership, the private sector is assigned the function of their
direct production at the micro level.

In addition, the country provides for the following measures of state support: 1. government
guarantees for infrastructure bonds; 2. attracted government loan guarantees for financing PPP
projects; 3. transfer of exclusive rights to state-owned intellectual property objects; 4. provision of
specific donations in accordance with the legislation of the Republic of Kazakhstan; 5. Projects co-
financing; 6. consumer guarantees against the situation of a certain volume of goods (works, services)
produced during the implementation of the PPP project.

The development and improvement of PPP procedures continues to this day, and state bodies,
as well as with the active participation of representatives of the business community, make and accept
proposals for optimizing all processes. As a result, in the fall of last year, significant changes were
made: reducing the stages, providing a long-term consumer guarantee, developing document flow
standards, registering PPP agreements, launching a single database of a PPP project.
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Conclusions. Thus, the improvement of the legal framework, the formation of organizational
structures, an increase in the number of projects - all this indicates the intention to turn PPP into a key
element of modernization, structural adjustment and economic growth of the country.

Nevertheless, despite the improved conditions for the implementation of PPP projects and the
presence of positive dynamics, today there are a number of issues that require their further solution. In
particular, it is necessary to conduct a thorough analysis of sectoral laws in order to remove possible
obstacles; consider the possibility of introducing additional tax and budget incentives for the active
involvement of business representatives; improve the interaction of the Ministry of National Economy
with the National Bank on the issue of collateral. The use of effective solutions in these areas will not
keep you waiting for positive results in practice.

The state assumes the functions of planning, organizing, monitoring and regulating at the
macro- and meso-levels, which is more in line with its social role. Specific production problems in
their entirety are transferred to the private sector, which is more adapted to their solution.

In accordance with the public roles of the two traditional for the Republic of Kazakhstan PPP
participants - the state and business structures, they need to apply their inherent tools within the
framework of the main management functions: planning, organization, control and regulation. The
composition of the instruments is specific for each participant and corresponds to their social roles.

In 2020, few high-quality PPP projects were implemented due to the coronavirus pandemic.
More projects are expected in 2021. PPP statistics as of February 2021 according to Kazakhstani
Center of PPP is as follows: total PPP projects-1347; project at the stage of competition — 275;
implemented contracts-864, total volume of investments -1 130 bln. KZ tenge.
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Abstract. At this stage of Ukraine's development there is a need for stabilization and sustainable
development of Ukrainian society, which requires solving the problem of improving personnel policy. One
of the main causes of negative phenomena in society is the imperfection of personnel policy in the field of
education, increasing bureaucratization, improper performance of the state function of social protection.

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Abstract. Modern society has entered into a full-scale implementation of the scientific and
technological revolution 4.0 and economic globalization.

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Abstract. The article is devoted to the study of the existing legal framework for the protection of
minors in the Republic of Kazakhstan from negative impacts in the information sphere, as well as the
priority areas of development of national legislation in this area. Today, in the context of
globalization, information and communication networks, including the Internet, are an important, and
sometimes the only source of information for children. The pandemic of the new coronavirus infection
COVID-19 is a confirmation of this, when, against the background of the lack of real communication,
children began to spend most of their time on the Internet. Education, leisure, and communication
have all moved there. The role of information and communication networks in the life of modern man
cannot be overestimated. At the same time, they can be a source of threats and risks to the health,
development and mental well-being of children. It is established that the current legislation of the
Republic of Kazakhstan contains a number of normative legal acts aimed at ensuring the information
protection of minors. However, the system of legal and organizational protection of children in the
information sphere is currently at the stage of formation and does not provide a comprehensive
response to modern, exponentially growing information challenges and threats. In order to eliminate
this gap, it is proposed to develop a unified national strategy for the protection of children in the
information environment, with its provisions fixed in the basic document.

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Abstract. The concept and the types of coping and coping strategies are defined in the article. The
characteristics of coping strategies are also analyzed. The peculiarities of professional activity of
specialists of fire and rescue units of the State Emergency Service are specified and the main types of
stressful situations in their professional activity are presented.

Keywords: stress, stressors, stressful situations, coping, coping strategies.

Introduction. The professional activity of specialists of fire and rescue units of the State
Emergency Service of Ukraine is characterized by an increased level of complexity and risk. Almost
always specialists are in a state of stress because of the need of being always ready to perform
activities in unpredictable conditions. In addition, firefighter-rescuers suffer from stressors of the
professional activity. This impact can be strong and one-time, as well as intense and returnable (while on
duty in emergency). So, the professional activity efficiency of specialists of fire and rescue units of the State
Emergency Service of Ukraine in difficult, stressful and extreme situations is determined by the formation
of the necessary strategies for coping behaviour.

A review of the literature. The theoretical foundations of the problem of coping behaviour are
closely connected with the problem of stress. Coping and stress are two inseparable processes for a person.

Works devoted to the study of ways to overcome stress or coping, appeared in foreign
psychology in the second half of XX-th century. The term “coping” comes from the English “to cope”.
The term “bewaltigung” is used in the works of German authors. Coping - an individual way of
interacting with the situation in accordance with its personal logic, significance in human life and its
psychological possibilities.

The first psychological studies of coping as a person's behaviour in the conditions of
overcoming the difficult life situations were conducted in the second half of the XX-th century. The
term “coping” was firstly used by L. Murphy, who studied the overcoming of developmental crises of
children - the active efforts of the individual which are aimed to cope with a difficult situation or a
problem. The term “coping” (from English - to overcome; to withstand, to get through), was
introduced by the researcher to denote the desire of the individual to solve a certain problem [3]. In the
future, the problem of coping continued to be developed in the context of studying stress and
processes oriented to overcome the stressful situations of so-called coping behaviour.

According to A. Maslow, coping is an individual's willingness to solve life's problems by
adapting to the circumstances, which involves the formation of the ability to use certain devices to
overcome stress. If you choose the active forms of behaviour, the probability of removal the impact of
stressors on the individual increases. Features of this skill are associated with “Self-identity”, the locus
of control, empathy, environmental conditions [2].

In the works of national psychologists, we find the determination of the concept of “coping” as
the overcoming (stress management) or psychological coping with stress. Defining the overcoming
behaviour contains a number of problems, the solution of which reveals different conceptual
approaches and interpretations of the researched phenomenon.

Trying to create a coherent classification of copings, researchers identify several levels of
generalization of what an individual does to overcome stress: coping actions, coping strategies, coping
styles, coping behaviour.
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Coping actions (what an individual feels, thinks or does) are often grouped into coping
strategies - stress management tools that appear as a person's response to a perceived threat. The
strategies, in turn, are grouped into coping styles. Sometimes the terms “coping actions” and “coping
strategies” are used interchangeably, while coping styles refer to actions or strategies that are
consistently used by an individual to overcome stress. So, to overcome stress, each person uses his/her
own strategies (coping strategies) based on personal experience and psychological reserves - coping
resources - relatively stable characteristics of people and stress, which contribute to the development
of means to overcome it [4].

Presentation of the main material. Presently, there are three types of coping:

1. coping, aimed to evaluate (considered as overcoming stress, which includes attempts to
determine the significance of the situation and put into action the strategy - logical analysis, cognitive
reassessment, etc.);

2. coping, aimed to the problem (considered as a process of stress management, which aims
to modify, reduce or eliminate the source of stress);

3. coping, oriented on emotions (defined as overcoming stress, which includes cognitive,
behavioral efforts by which the individual tries to reduce emotional stress).

In general, the scientists and experts consider the basic coping strategies to be the strategies of
“problem solving”, “seeking social support” and “avoidance”. The researches give the basic coping
strategies such characteristics:

1. Problem-solving strategy is an active behavioural strategy, using of which the person tries
to use personal resources to find possible ways to effectively solve the problem.

2. The strategy of finding the social support is an active behavioural strategy, using of which
the person seeks help and support from the environment: family, friends with the aim to solve the
problem in proper way.

3. Evasive strategy is a behavioural strategy, using of which, a person tries to avoid contact
with the outside world, displaces the need to solve the problem. Methods of avoidance include escape
to the disease, increased alcohol and drug use, a variant of the active method of avoidance - suicide.
Avoidance strategy is one of the leading behavioural strategies that contributes to the formation of
maladaptive, pseudo-overcoming behaviour. The use of this strategy is characterized by the
insufficient level of personal coping resources and skills of active solving of life problems. The
avoidance strategy may be adequate or inadequate depending on the specific stressful situation, age
and condition of the resource system of the individual [5].

The most effective is the situational use of all three behavioural strategies.

It is known that in the professional activity of specialists of fire and rescue units of the State
Emergency Service of Ukraine there are 4 main types of stressful situations [1].

The first type of situations is associated with the constant daily activity of specialists of fire
and rescue units of the State Emergency Service of Ukraine and is characterized by the conditions to
which the specialist is accustomed, i. e. he knows how, when and what to do, he has a set of usual
types of behaviour in such situations. These situations do not pose a threat to the firefighter-rescuer; in
any case, they are so assessed by him.

Situations of the second type are characterized by a violation of the parameters of habit,
standard behaviour in general or in any particular action. These situations, as well as the first, do not
pose a threat to the life and health of the specialist of the fire and rescue unit of the State Emergency
Service of Ukraine.

Situations of the third type differ from the situations of the first type by the presence of
elements of danger and risk, however, activity in such situations is carried out according to known
rules and standards (for example, a firefighter eliminates a fire - the action is dangerous but familiar).

Finally, situations of the fourth type take place in the conditions of danger and risk, as well as
complete or almost complete ignorance of the algorithms of the activity to achieve the target goal (for
example, a firefighter must be involved in a large-scale emergency).

The behaviour of specialists of fire and rescue units of the State Emergency Service of
Ukraine according to the impact of the situation of any type can be [1]:

1) adaptive (adequate to the situation and aimed at solving the problems caused by this situation);

2) pseudo-adaptive (imitating activity, but not achieving the goal or only partially achieving);

3) maladaptive (evading the solving of problem).
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The basic scheme of response to stressors in coping behaviour includes cognitive assessments
(primary and secondary), as well as emotional-evaluation reactions. The initial assessment of the
stressor firstly ascribes to it a certain sign, i. €. the stressor (event) is assessed either as positive (good),
or as negative (harmful, dangerous, etc.) or as neutral. Then, based on the initial cognitive assessment
of the event, there is an unconscious inclusion of emotional and evaluative reactions, which are
controlled by cognitive assessment. After the inclusion of emotional assessment, a certain controlled
mental state is formed (in the conditions of which the corresponding behaviour takes place). The third
stage of stress response involves secondary cognitive assessment, which by the mechanism of
feedback or approves the initial assessment and activity based on it (with some possible adjustment of
mental state and behaviour), or if the activity and mental state are assessed as incorrect, performs the
functions of psychological protection.

To overcome stress, each specialist uses their own strategies (coping strategies) based on the
subjective experience (personal resources or coping resources). Therefore, the stress-coping behaviour
is considered by most scientists today as a result of the interaction of coping resources and coping
strategies of the individual.

Conclusions. The specialists of the State Emergency Service with different work experience, in
different stressful situations, with different level of psychosomatic health of coping strategies have their
own peculiarities of development. In some cases, the State Emergency Service specialist can overcome the
difficulties on his own, in other cases he needs the support of others, sometimes - he can simply avoid
facing with the problem, determining in advance the negative consequences of such problem.
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Abstract. The article analyzes the features in mentality, culture and ethics of the Ukrainian people in theirs
attitude to image-symbol of "water". Opoetization of water, of the water world is some kind of
narodnopoetichesky dominant which is shown in folklore, the art word. Opoetization of water ofien defines
outlook of Ukrainians, gets into national consciousness, speaks about valid and her even solemn
perception. The respect of water and its mystified image can be tracked in all components of spiritual
culture of Ukrainians: in folklore, ceremonial songs, Christmas carols, etc. It is proved that such relation
has historical roots, but today it is necessary to create new ethics of relationship of the person and water. It
is of great importance taking into account new relationship of the person with the nature in general. This
relationship demands new responsibility of the person to the nature, new culture of the relations of the
person with water and its sources, new ethics of relationship of the person and water.

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Abstract. The paper attempts to share some of the experiences regarding the proper questioning and
literature review on this topic. The paper is based upon the outcomes of proper questioning in
teachers’ lessons and impacts of those questions on their teaching and students’ learning.

Main importance is given to teacher’s role in proper questioning in teaching English. Significance of
the study is questioning can be used in different types of classroom and it helps students develop
thinking skills, language skills and shaped closed relation and interaction between student-to- student
and student-to- teachers.

Interview was used for data collection. The purpose of using interview was to listen to the views on the
proper questioning which can impact on their teaching and students’ learning.

Findings suggest that teachers’ often usage of different types classroom questioning which demand
higher order thinking answers can be the indicative of a change in their approaches to and attitudes
towards teaching and students learning.

Introduction. “Don’t just teach your children to read... Teach them to question what they
read, teach them question everything”. George Carlin [3]

As George Carlin mentioned above, we adults and children need to know how formulate a
proper question and think of what do we read and why do we read? It is believed that asking proper
questions shows the intellect of the person who asks the question, because a person who knows how to
formulate better questions, they are skilled to questioning.

If children can do something for purpose and reasonably, they can ask question each and
everything why they do that?

Especially, young children come up with a hundred of questions in a day. They ask the same
questions as; what is it? Why do they do? Where do the ants go? Why elephant has a long trunk? etc. There
is a popular belief that children learn from asking questions and questions help them find the answers.

The purpose of choosing this theme that many teachers spend almost most of the time asking
low-level cognitive questions. These cognitive questions concentrate on factual information that can
be memorized example; what year did the Great patriotic War begin? Or who wrote the “White
Streamer”? It is believed that this type of questions can limit students to acquire a deep, elaborate
understanding of the subject matter.

Teachers make mistakes while asking questions that they ask vague questions. For example;
what did you think of that plane which has fallen recently? These kinds of questions seemed trick and
too abstract for children of their ages and students don’t know how to answer.

Therefore, the purpose of writing this paper is to investigate teachers views about questioning
experiences in their lessons in order to know whether they use proper questions in their lessons or not.
If they use proper questions then to identify how those questions can effect on learning and teaching
also is one of the main purposes of the paper. Since many years teaching was required to use multiple
choice tests for evaluating students’ achievement in the classes in my context. The experiences
revealed that using all the time multiple questions make students lazy and without thinking they can
cheat in exams. Recently in the last few years the authority demanded us to develop questions which
can make students think deeply and differently.
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Referring to some literature sources the word question is defined by Victoria Neufeldt &
David B. Guralnic in Webster’s New World College Dictionary definition [10, p.1391] “Question “is
asking, inquiry and something is to be asked interrogative sentence as in seeking to learn and testing
another’s knowledge. As we have seen, questioning leads to search knowledge which is needed to
learn and tests one’s knowledge.

Ghuskas K. [4, p.245-48] mentioned the importance of questions in motivating student into
English lesson. What things can evoke students’ curiosity? He claimed that the answers depend on the
questioning itself. Therefore, for getting reasonable answers from learners’ questions should be
designed properly.

David Russell argues in Ghuskas K. [4, p.245-48] questions are used to stimulate creative
thought and leads to new ideas, solutions and to enhance the quality of one’s life. He argues here that
the adequate use of questions will increase students’ knowledge on the subject matter.

Teachers use many techniques and different activities to involve students to their lessons.
Chaudron [1, p.26] discusses that with those different strategies teachers ask questions is the most
important, because it helps students hold their attention, contribute to students’ classroom routine.

Similarly, teachers use different questions at the beginning of the lesson use weather forecast
questions, during the lesson, after the lesson to check students’ text comprehension and to elicit
students’ ideas.

Proper Questioning can effect on teachers’ teaching and students’ learning

There many discussions and experiments were done by educators concerning using
questioning in teaching English as a foreign and as second language classrooms. Educators find very
important for teachers to use the skill of asking questions. For instance, Ornstein [8, p.71] claims that
“the essence of good teaching is related to good questioning”. Questions seem as a stimulator students’
thinking and enhance their class participation.

Kloss [6, p.245] reports that 93 percent questions asked by elementary and secondary teachers
very lower order level of comprehension, because of it 88 percent of the students’ answers were also
lower level of cognitive skills.

Therefore, concerning about above issues that 88 percent of the students’ low level of thinking
can make teachers ask much more higher-level order questions which can demand more thinking and
analyses rather than asking lower-level questions. So, the scientific authors prove in their own
experiences the truth of the effectiveness of proper questioning method in guiding students’ thinking.
So, the impact of questioning method to teach has been valued for centuries.

In addition, to that questioning has a positive impact on students’ learning foreign languages,
because it leads to discussion. Discussion can help students’ give their own opinions well and it can
give a chance them to learn from each other during the classroom talk. At the result, students can
improve speaking skills through discussion and they can express freely whatever they think is right.

In any way, there is some limitations that as asking questions is a human work, not all the time
teachers cannot prepare skillful questions.

Another limitation is many questions which prepared and asked by teachers in classes are based on
memorized learning and in a lowest level which doesn’t demand any cognitive thinking. It is believed that
questions are asked by the teachers need to depend on the instructional objectives of the lesson.

Lindquist [7, p.16-18] suggests teachers the followings help of asking students more good
questions in their classrooms. For this:

-teachers need to prepare and ask knowledge-based questions ability recognizing, recalling

-use terms like as how, why, what to encourage students’ thinking

-prepare questions in advance

- ask questions in a logical sequence

-ask specific questions that students can answer slowly

- request that students repeal the teachers’ question before answering

-when one student is asked a question, have another student repeat the question before a response

-allow students to converse with each other in a directed manner after a question is asked or
answered

-request students their own questions fully and specifically

-name specific students in a random order to respond questions

-provide adequate waiting time after naming respondent (3to Sseconds)
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Effective questions.

Gray. D. Borich [5.p.194] defines that if questions should to evoke a response that actively
engage a student in the learning process, then it is an effective question. Borich continues saying that
questions are tool for helping to bridge the gap between the teacher’s presentation of content and the
students understanding of the tasks and it promotes thinking.

Gall says in Gray. D. Borich that not all questions will engage students actively in the learning
process. Dunkin and Biddle and Martin discuss in Gray. D. Borich teachers who ask questions
requiring analyses, synthesis, and evaluation their effects show up on immediate tests of student
achievement [5, p.198].

The teacher’s role in questioning.

We, teachers talk about the second or foreign language classroom and put aim of how to
motivate our students to talk and formulate right questions on the given task in the classroom. The
most role of using teachers’ questions is to organize students’ thoughts and generate ideas and to elicit
students’ knowledge about the subject matter. (Richards, 2000)

Dillion [2, p.540-551] has pointed out that the social rules of the classroom make students’
questions in appropriate. He said if questions become powerful learning catalysts and provide
excellent tools for the students to learn.

Open Ended questions.

It is required that we, teachers need to formulate questions which could make students
challenge and make them think deeply. An open-ended question was seemed to challenge our students
to think more deeply might look like the following. This kind of questions like, if you won million
dollar somehow would your life be different from now? will benefit to students. Therefore, students
need to be encouraged to think deeply. Here we have to ask more elaboration questions like, can you
elaborate more? Why do you think it is necessary? Are there any other ways to solve the problem?
These types of questions make students think and speak more.

Support students’ ideas.

When students tell their own arguments to questions/ problems teachers need to support them,
because each has his/her own ideas and they believe they are right in their own ways. In this case,
teachers should support them to tell their arguments and beliefs. They should not discourage them
saying that they are not right. Instead, teachers give them time to reason their thoughts.

Methodology. For collecting teachers’ views about asking proper questions interview (see
appendix A) was used. In the process of the study the interview allows teachers to give their own
views and experiences in using proper questions in their lessons. There were 6 teachers participated in
this study. 3 young teachers and 3 experienced teachers of my colleagues. The average age of teachers
40, 52, and one experienced teacher she is 68.

Teachers of Kyrgyz, German, English languages were interviewed. Those teachers were
informed beforehand and ensured of the confidentiality of their responses. For this, in each interview,
responses were numbered, for example, teacher 1 used number 1-AT1. Due to some efficient reasons
interview was taken through phone.

This study was to investigate how the proper questioning can impact on teaching and learning.
According to the interview results it was revealed that some teachers use questioning for warming up
activity and teachers use games to practice the questioning and remembering, thinking skills. The
game was called “Who am I”? In this game through asking right questions student can find his/ her
name. However, this game seemed to be used for young students and question was low order.

Teachers realized that answer depends on what is question itself, therefore, they believe that
learning to formulate very thoughtful questions is demanding. Most of the time young teachers used to
ask questions which need easy answer or yes, no answer. However, experienced teachers believe that
those types of yes/no answer not answer at all, because the answer seemed to be known to everybody.
Even students don’t make their head pain to the questions like above. It was clear that to get
satisfactory reply from our students in the first place, teachers need to formulate appropriate questions.

During interview with teachers, it was revealed that some students’ way of thinking and their
content knowledge were in a high level, in contrast there were some students even cannot express their
thoughts well. Teachers said that they formulate the questions according to the students’ level and their age.

Teachers’ experiences indicated that the questioning makes close relationship between
teachers and students and it also helps assess the students’ knowledge of the content.
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Teacher AT1 responded that “Questioning plays important role in her teaching and learning,
because she uses questioning in every lesson for checking home task, for making students think deeply.
Teacher ATI said, she uses “Inference questioning” example, “She had tears on her eyes”. When she
asks this type of questions from students, she continues asking further questions, such as: Why she had
tears? Students can predict in different ways; one student might say that she might has eye sore. Another
student might respond that she might be sad. Teacher AT1 confirmed that predictions, guessing, different
answers inference questions can help students develop their deep thoughts.

Teacher AT1 continued her speech that she avoids easy questions, because some students can
answer yes/no even, they cannot understand the content, on the other hand, why questions push
students think, enable to speak and give a chance their own ideas.

Teacher AT2 responded that she uses questioning for eliciting student opinions about
particular topic. She uses at the beginning to remind previous activity, after presentation for checking
students’ understanding and to wrap the lesson. She said that sometimes questioning is not effective
when students cannot revise, remember answers. If her students cannot answer questions, she
reformulates the question, makes questions easy and simplify.

Teacher AT3 said that questioning is a part of human communication for getting information
about the issues someone interested in. She can use in different stages to identify the learners’
knowledge of the new material, comprehension and result of the lesson. Nevertheless, she mentioned
that some students prefer short yes/ no answers.

She said that mostly “Why” questions as where does it happen, why it happened what would
you do in that situation give more meaningful responds. Questions help to check, clarify students’
understanding of the material. It can also raise students’ interest, motivate, engage them to the lesson,
push them to participate in discussions. Sometimes questions are not made to the point or students
don’t understand the topic. In this case, teacher remembers if proper questions are not made, students
don’t understand the topic.

Teacher AT4 asks questions for knowing something or getting for necessary information. She uses
questions at the beginning, before new theme, “What do students expect from this or that theme? and What
do they quess?”. When she asks questions she said that she keeps in her mind students’ level of knowledge.
She continued saying that when students answered to those questions, at that time new questions appeared.
She mentioned that most of the time questions related to the new theme. Questions like why? for what?
what does the author want to say with this? what is the author’s purpose? What is your opinion of the text?
Positive and negative characters? What would you do if you were in the character’s place?

Teacher AT4 said that, questions push students to tell their ideas and if students responds are
correct teachers are happy. If students cannot answer she can help them to answer. She said that effect
of questioning is that give a chance to each student can tell his/her ideas. One more effect it helps
teachers to check whether student understand the theme or not.

Teacher ATS responded that “Question is activity or process of asking something”. It can
develop students thinking. Give immediate feedback on students’ understanding which help teacher
modify teaching. She asks questions after the text, because according to her questions can review,
restate emphasize or summarize the text is important. She uses closed, open, probing questions and
sometimes rhetorical questions. She responded that those kinds of questions help students think and
reflect, provide opinions and feelings and take control of the conversations.

Another teacher AT6 responded that questioning is demanded thing to know something. “The
purpose of asking is different, first, to solve one issue, for asking permission, request, to reinforce the
theme”. She said that they use questions in everyday life, in the lessons, social place to know answers,
unknown things wanted to know the answers. She replied that if material is unknown for them they have
difficulties in questioning. She asks mixed questions factual and logical questions, because one can prove
the material and second one develops logical thinking. She values the proper questioning, because
questions give a good effect can reinforce the materials learnt in the lesson. She asks all other students to
know the right answer, if they don’t know answer she could help them through explaining the content.

Results. The result of the study indicates that teachers’ views on the proper questioning is
considered beneficial both teachers and students of any language learners. Even teachers ask questions in a
different way, they have the same purposes of asking them. The study also proved that it had been
experimented many times that proper questioning should recognize wide possibility of thought. Setting
proper questioning needs to be directed toward learning and analyze, evaluate ones thinking.
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According to the result of the study asking the proper questions have showed apparent impact
on the teacher’s teaching md students’ learning. Teachers participated in the study believed that asking
proper questions help teachers identify students’ learning interests in the subject and questioning help
improve teaching and learning the task.

Conclusions. In the present study it was discovered that a proper questioning helps to improve
teachers’ teaching and students’ learning. The result of the study indicates that for teaching any language
using proper questioning method is considered beneficial both teachers and students of English language
learners. So, teachers need to prepare questions which make students challenge, think deeply, because the
study showed that questions are considered a part of learning and a part of life. As it was mentioned in
introduction part that asking proper questions shows the intellect of the person.
